Study Title:  VA Loma Linda Health Care System Biospecimens Collection

1. Objectives:

The purpose of this research is to collect human biological specimens such as tissues, blood products (blood cells, plasma, serum) and bone marrow cells and to use these specimens to find out more about what causes diseases (cancer, etc.), how to prevent, and how to treat diseases.  These specimens will enable the Loma Linda University Cancer Center Biospecimen Laboratory to provide a repository for long-term storage of cancer specimens.  Material will be used in studies to better understand the biology of cancers including cancer genetics and proteomics research.  These specimens will be made available, through the Loma Linda University Cancer Center Biospecimen Laboratory for research conducted by investigators from VA Loma Linda HCS,  LLUMC,  and other health organizations with IRB approval.  
2. Research Design:  
Adult male, female and children patients that have been diagnosed with cancer will be asked and consented at physicians' offices to participate in this study and after their surgery/procedure required for their medical care is finished; instead of disposing their remaining specimens, they will be saved.

3. Methodology:
